Dates: November 23-24, 2009

Grades 6/7/8 
Respect: what does it look like?
Objective:  SWBAT give specific examples of respect and disrespect.  SWBAT define the purpose of advisory.
Materials: Social Skills Review sheet; Respect for Others powerpoint
Length of time:  two advisory periods
Sequence: 
Monday: review the student roles and responsibilities you created last week. Explain that respect is a basic responsibility in society. Explain that if you don’t know what it is or isn’t, you can’t give it or get it. Have a student present and read “Respect for Others” powerpoint. Ask students to comment on the definitions of respect and on the images. Tuesday: review the concept of respect. Introduce the Social Skills Review worksheet. Go over the examples of respect and disrespect. With remaining time, either  1) have students play a game of telephone or 2) have students act out respect and disrespect or 3) share out about the respect or disrespect they see around them every day, on TV, in movies, in songs, etc.
Work product:  None
Notes: Telephone: each student writes down/thinks up/has ready a sentence using the word respect. The first person whispers the sentence to the second, second to third, etc until the last person says the sentence out loud. Compare the original with the end result. If your class is really sharp get two telephones going from opposite ends of the room. Acting out/role playing: get the drama queens up on stage to play teacher/student, bully-er/bully-ee, etc. Two examples of people who are always respectful in their communication are Ms Coleman and Mr. Holt. Don’t forget that teachers have been disrespectful of students at times as well (yo really bad temper here!)
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
